Welcome Junior Swine Exhibitors to the 2010 Spring Preview Show!

· Pens will be assigned, please check in with Laura Lynd or Jeff Thomas for your penning assignment prior to unloading.  If you would prefer to show out of your trailer please contact the WLBA office by June 8th.
· Pens must be cleaned out before leaving the grounds-a $25 per pen penalty will be assessed for pens left un-cleaned.  Pigs will be released at the end of the show.
· Please unload and move your trailer as soon as possible as a courtesy to incoming exhibitors.
· All pigs need to be checked in and weighed in, pigs must weigh 220# or under.
· Exhibitors will be responsible for getting their own pigs to the scale to be weighed.  Weight cards will be furnished for you prior to weigh in.  Please list your name and your pig’s breed, ID, and weight.  Cards should be given to either show chair Laura Lynd or Jeff Thomas at the scale so weights can be recorded and class breaks can be made.
· All pigs must weigh 220# or under
· All purebred hogs must have a registration paper in order to show as a purebred—please bring this paper with you to check-in.
· All pigs will also need a health certificate of inspection from a veterinarian in order to exhibit, please bring this paper with you to check in.  There will be a vet on hand to check for contagious diseases and infected animals will not be allowed to show.
· Please pick up your exhibitor number at the show office in the Activity Center when you arrive.  Exhibitor numbers must be worn in the show ring.
· 2010 WLBA t-shirts will be available in the show office for $15 each.  Discounts will be given for multiple purchases.  Congratulations to WLBA youth member Aaron Zimmerman for designing this year’s t-shirt!
· Camping permits are available for $25 per night—see the show office or contact Jill Alf.

· Master Stockman applications for swine must be turned in to the show office by no later than 1:30 p.m.  If there are more than 2 applications, an interview will be scheduled for each applicant at the end of the show.  Please contact Jill Alf by June 8th if you plan to submit a Master Stockman application.  Applications can be found online at www.wisconsinlivestockbreeders.com.
